
From 1895 to 1903, resi-

dents of Wayne  could 

swim in one of the largest 

fresh water pools in the 

country.  The Natatorium 

which was a block long 

pool created by damning 

the Gulf Creek in the 

1800’s was used to cool 

local residents off in the 

summer or ice skate on in 

the winter. 

All that remains in mem-

ory of the pool is part of 

the building that used to 

be a clubhouse, the 

women’s changing room 

which is now a private 

residence and Willow 

Avenues penchant for 

flooding. 

By sometime next year 

there will be a sign to 

evoke the memory of the 

pool, and interested par-

ties are hoping to also 

create a storyboard with 

photos and information on 

the natatorium and the 

neighborhood, sometimes 

referred to as Little Chi-

cago. 

The Pennsylvania Histori-

cal and Museum approved  

the Wayne Natatoriam for  

a historical marker in 

September of 2009. 

The Radnor Historical 

Society is looking for 

donations to help the 

marker and story boards 

come to reality.
